♦ Direct in rear (right, left, center)
♦ Side view (both sides)
♦ Side view from ¾ angle (both sides)
♦ Engine view (several shots top & bottom)
♦ Interior view (dash, floor boards, front seat, rear area, headliner, trunk)
♦ The entire undercarriage (both sides front & rear, transmission & engine, header/muffler system, 

etc.)
♦ If your car is an unfinished car and currently apart please be sure to photograph all the parts.

Additional information needed: Any details about the car’s history are VITAL if available? Such as, 

♦ How many owners?  Who was the original owner, etc.? (Names and dates if possible)
♦ Is it the original car or a replica?  What proof do you currently have?  
♦ If it is a replica, was it built by the original people or who?
♦ Is it a show car (when/where)? Is it a cackle car (when/where)?
♦ Was it ever raced (when/where, plus et’s or top speed, etc.)?
♦ How often is it currently raced/driven?

♦ Where has it been stored and for how long?
♦ Is it the original chassis?  Is it the original body? Is it the original engine?
